21. What was your parents’ first reaction when they learned that you had a sexual relationship with a non-White male?

22. Have your parents had sexual relationships with non-White people? Which parent?  How many times? Currently?
23. Would you want your adult children to have a sexual relationship with a non-White man? Why or why not?
24. What did other White people warn you about regarding non-White people? Did you find that information to be true?
